n 20 global corporations control the food chain

n The 3 biggest corporations control over 50%
of the seeds

n 4 corporations control over 99% of the
livestock breeding

n 10 corporations control 55% of fertilisers

n 4 traders control 75% of the grain and
soybean market

n 11 corporations control 30% of the food
processing industry
